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The Restored House from the Late JOMON Period

KAMIOBUTI (2) Site  No. 5 Pit Dwelling (about 4,000 years ago)
The temperature dropped from the end of the middle JOMON period and began to rise again in the late JOMON period.
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Consequently, the sea level dropped, and the coves and swamps became wetlands. In the KAMIOBUTI (2) Site 72 dwellings were
found surrounding 395 graves. In the group of earthen pits, we found an arrangement of arcuate stones and pillar holes like
several thick pillars. Dwellings from this time are generally small and about 4 or 5 m in size. This dwelling is one of the first

houses built when the village was established. It is oval shaped with seven columns close to the wall.
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Position of KAMIOBUTI (2) Site
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This dwelling was built with seven main
pillars, girders and diagonal timbers. Itis a
house at the beginning of the village.
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It is a casket that was excavated from Area C of
KAMIOBUTI (2) Site in 1986. t is exhibited in the hall.
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
